Ashira Ali Darwish worked for 15 years as a TV
& Radio journalist and researcher in Palestine
for the BBC, Amnesty International, and
Human Rights Watch. She is the founder of
Catharsis Holistic Healing, a trauma therapy
project pioneering a type of Sufi active
meditation that draws its roots from ancestral
and Indigenous knowledge.

Dr. Gabor Maté

Dr. Maté is a Holocast survivor, Order of
Canada recipient, and is a Hungarian-
Canadian physician known for his work

on trauma, addiction, and childhood
development. Once identified as a Zionist,
he now openly criticizes Israel’s ongoing
occupation of Palestinian lands. He believes
that acknowledging historical context is
crucial to understand the current conflict and
to move forward.

Ahed Tamini

Ahed Tamini is a Palestinian activist, born and
raised in the West Bank village of Nabi Saleh,
which became a center of the resistance. At 16
years old, in 2017, she was filmed slapping an
Israli soldier, the video went viral, and Tamini
was arrested and detained for seven months.
The story of Tamini embodies the Palestinian
experience under Israeli occupation.
